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Alexander Yastrib:

he Joint Belarusian-Russian Business Council is set up for expansion and development of business contacts and
mutually beneficial cooperation between Russian and Belarusian businessmen, promotion of Russian business
to the markets of the Republic of Belarus and attraction of Belarusian investments to Russia. Its important goals are
also protection of rights and lawful interests of Russian entrepreneurs in their relations with Russian and Belarusian
official and commercial structures as well as enhancement of the role of the interested representatives of the Russian
business community in the development and realization of the state policy in the sphere of Russian-Belarusian economic
relations. One of the most important objectives of the Council is to join efforts and organize a constructive dialogue
between the business communities of Russia and Belarus interested in progressive development and improvement of
efficiency of Belarusian-Russian business cooperation. We asked Alexander Yastrib, Chairman of the Russian part of the
Joint Belarusian-Russian Business Council, for more details about the tasks and prospects of development of this body.

- Mr. Yastrib, why did you become the
head of the Council from the Russian party?
What does this position mean to you, what
responsibilities do you bear, and what do you
plan to do first of all as its chairman?

- I took part in the work of the Joint
Russian-Belarusian Business Council
working under the auspices of the Chamber
of Commerce and Industry of the Russian
Federation, and at that time it was already
clear that despite continuous multilateral
cooperation of the Chambers of Commerce
and Industry of the two countries, discussion
of problems and shaping of opinions on

topical issues, it is impossible to develop
business cooperation without constant
communication with business representatives
and our colleagues from the Belarusian side.

That is why the reforming of the Council
into the Joint Public Body is a progressive and
well-thought-out decision of the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry of Russia and Belarus.

— What are the objectives of the new body,
on what principles and in what composition
is it formed, and what are its powers?

- On the top level, if I may say so, the main
objective of the Council is to increase the trade

turnover in the real sector between Russia and
Belorussia by means of creating conditions
for mutually advantageous cooperation and
information exchange between entrepreneurs,
creating environment for the promotion of
joint projects and attraction of investments.
Of course, in order to realize this task,
it is necessary to involve profile experts,
consultants and representatives of business
circles into the work of the Council. In the
first half of September we plan to hold the
first joint meeting, at which we will approve
the new statute, structure and order of work.

As the Council is established by the joint

decision of the Russian and Belarusian
Chambers of Commerce and Industry, it will
be authorized as an expert public body to
implement the key tasks in development of
the interstate trade relations and attraction
of investments.

As I have experience of working with my
Belarusian colleagues in the sphere of finance,
production, supplies and implementation of
joint projects I can well imagine what kind
of difficulties entrepreneurs encounter in
navigation through regulatory acts, customs
and tax regulations.

Of course, any problems can be solved, but
it takes a lot of time and resources, and often
entrepreneurs lose interest before they achieve
any results.

The Chamber of Commerce and Industry
of the Russian Federation with its regional
divisions and partnerships not only with
the EAEU member states, but also with the
Chambers of Commerce of other countries,
today accumulates both experience and best
practices in many aspects of development of
international entrepreneurship and cooperation.

Based on the results of the work of the
Business Council, which preceded the
Belarusian-Russian Joint Business Council,
the key areas for development and interaction
have been defined. These are the tasks
associated with the equal access to the markets
of both countries, and the issues of financial
support, logistics, digitalization, and others.

- Among the functions of the Council is to
overcome barriers to the expansion of bilateral
trade and economic cooperation. What, in
your opinion, should be overcome first?

- The Council can hardly overcome
barriers as it is not a subject of trade and
economic relations, but on the basis of expert
and open discussion with business circles it
will definitely work out recommendations and
proposals on improvement of normative-legal
base, aimed at widening of cooperation and
trade turnover.

Issues of sectoral sanctions imposed by
the United States, the European Union and
other countries have unfortunately added to
traditional issues of certification, tariffs, and
the application of technical regulations. Of
course, representatives of various business
circles, not only in Russia and Belarus, but
also in other countries, are now at a loss,
because business, like sports, culture and other
institutions of democratic society, should not
be hostages to someone’s political ambitions,
because, ultimately, the negative effects of
these measures will affect ordinary citizens.

- How did Russian and Belarusian business
react to the creation of the Council? Where is
more interest — in Russia or in Belarus?

- The development of Russian-Belarusian
economic cooperation has always been on
the agenda of state and public development
institutions and business circles in the first

lines. We have a lot in common: a relatively
equal level of production base, education,
scientific and technical potential; the language
of business and friendly communication is
the same.

And here, the issue is not in expressing
interest, but in understanding the prospects
and opportunities for realizing mutual
interests within the framework of the Joint
Belarusian-Russian Business Council. And
there is such an understanding: both Russian
and Belarusian manufacturers are interested
in a partnership to increase the volume of
supplies of the goods they produce.

- Will the Council participate in the
development of new initiatives of business
cooperation within the framework of the
Union State? What is now being discussed
in this sphere, what business proposes and
what proposals does the Council support?

- One of the main issues is to bring
certain regulations in line with the Russian
Government’s Decree No. 616, which defines
the admission of industrial goods coming
from foreign countries under the No. 44-FZ
“On the contract system for the procurement
of goods, work and services to meet state and
municipal needs” In particular, following
the results of the meeting of the Business
Cooperation Councils of Russia and Belarus,
held within the framework of the Eighth
Forum of Regions of Belarus and Russia
this year, the consideration of amendments
to Decree No. 615 of the RF Government
was initiated in order to enable Belarusian
enterprises to be included in the register of
qualified contractors, with whom customers
can conclude contracts for major repairs of
apartment buildings.

- The pandemic seems unstoppable, and
entrepreneurs keep asking for measures of
state support for the affected industries. To
what extent can Belarusian business count on
preferences when implementing joint projects
with Russia and vice versa?

- The pandemic has had a significant
impact on limiting business cooperation,
especially in the border areas where the level
of trade activity has been historically high. Of
course, businessmen reorganize, look for new
ways, move to negotiations and concluding
contracts in an online format. And if we speak
about large projects under the state control,
their development does not cause any issues.
But trade financing, guarantee support,
financing of small joint projects requires
a comprehensive approach, implemented
through the “one-stop-shop” principle, and
preferences should be worked out together
not only with business, but also with banks,
investors, export agencies.

- Do Russian and Belarusian entrepreneurs
expect any regulatory and legal innovations
in the near future influencing doing business

in the Union State and the implementation of
joint projects in third countries?

- In my opinion, the regulatory framework
does not require any innovations. It is
necessary to work out mechanisms of practical
application. And here the Joint Belarusian-
Russian Business Council will coordinate
its work with the Council of the Eurasian
Economic Commission.

- In your speech at the meeting of the Joint
Belarusian-Russian Business Council on
June 30, you emphasized the need to comply
with global trends in the digitalization of the
economy. How will the digital infrastructure be
created on the Council’s platform to promote
joint innovation and investment projects?

— There is no doubt that today digitalization
is an integral part not only of business
relations, but also of the development of
society as a whole.

One of the key activities of the Joint Business
Council will be the creation, with the help of
partners, of a marketplace for the promotion of
goods and services with a step-by-step increase
of functionality in the field of electronic
document management, contracting, supply
finance services, and joint projects.

- Contracts worth over 5 billion Russian
rubles were signed following the results of
the meeting of the Joint Belarusian-Russian
Business Council. Which agreements were
the most important?

- Trade turnover in 2020 was about 30
billion dollars, and the amount of 5 billion
rubles of signed contracts in the framework
of the council meeting recorded, in fact, the
event of the day. Each contract is important
as a stepping stone to developing business
cooperation and increasing trade turnover.
Our task is to help the business community to
expand cooperation and reach new indicators,
both in terms of trade turnover and the
number of contracts and participants.
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
